DISTRIBUTION:

Diana Monkeys are found in Guinea, Sierra Leone, and Liberia 

HABITAT:

Primary and secondary tropical forests.

DIET:  

Fruit and flowers. Occasionally Leaves and insects.

ECOLOGY:

Diana Monkeys are arboreal and diurnal. They live in groups consisting of one male and several females. Normally single young are born.

THREATS:

Hunting for meat and skins and habitat destruction and degradation are the major threats for this species.

AT GOLA:

The Diana monkey is the commonest species of primate at Gola. Given its rarity throughout its range, Gola is an important area for the long-term conservation of this species.
