This species occurs primarily in closed canopy tropical forests. It forages on the ground and often follows ant columns, feeding on any insects flushed by the ants. The green-tailed bristlebill is difficult to observe in the wild as it only seldom calls and lives amongst vegetation on the forest floor.

THREATS:

Habitat loss is the principle threat to this species.

This species was recorded more than 10 times during recent surveys in Gola. It seems not to be particularly uncommon at Gola.
