POPULATION SIZE:

The global population is estimated at 2,000 – 3,500

DISTRIBUTION:

Jentink’s Duiker is found in Liberia, Cote d’Ivoire and Sierra Leone. 

HABITAT:

Tropical forest, secondary forest and agricultural areas.

DIET:  

Fruit, leaves, shoots, roots. Also crops.

ECOLOGY:

Jentink’s dukers are the largest duiker species, with adults weighing up to 70 kg. They are nocturnal and spend the day in thick foliage or tree hollows.

THREATS:

Habitat loss and hunting are the major threats to this species. They are also trapped and shot as crop pests.

AT GOLA:

Are camera traps have photographed this species, so it is certainly present in Gola. Jentinks duiker is reliant upon protected areas for its continued survival and so it is hoped that Gola can provide an excellent area for the long term protection f this species.
