The global population is estimated as 12,500 individuals.

DISTRIBUTION:

Cameroon; Côte d'Ivoire; Ghana; Guinea; Guinea-Bissau; Liberia; Mali; Nigeria; Senegal; Sierra Leone and Togo

HABITAT:

Primary and secondary forests and plantations.

DIET:  

Fruit, insects

ECOLOGY:

Yellow casqued hornbills usually live in small groups in forest canopies, rarely coming to the floor. They will occasionally congregate in larger numbers if there is a large food source such as a termite nest or fruiting tree.

THREATS:

Hunting is the major threat to this species. They are also vulnerable to habitat loss.

AT GOLA:

This is one of the commonest species at Gola, with several hundred recordings during recent transects.

INTERESTING FACTS:

The Yellow-casqued hornbill is able to recognise the different alarm calls of Diana monkeys. It will respond to calls warning of birds of prey but not to leopard alarm calls, since leopards are not a major predator of this species.
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
